e Submitters may include any number of recommendations.

e This list of recommendations count towards the submission’s 2,000 word limit.

e Submitters may use the format of their choice for the body of the submissions.

e The body of the submission should be used to provide any background,
explanatory, or contextual information for the recommendations listed above. All
text contained in the body of the submission, including but not limited to graphs,
guotes, images and footnotes, counts towards the submission’s 2,000 word limit.

e The recommendations that you have listed above may be reproduced in the body
of the submission; for example, as the headings for their respective explanation or
context.
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
